She said they had already committed to the size of lot and building for Phase 2, which is why they are pushing 
ahead with wood frame construction.  Phase 3, which will be located between the first two buildings, will have a 
different design.  The finish on the outside will be a stucco finish with better insulation value. The entrances have been 
reconfigured to use the building material correctly.   

The third building will include a retail component on the main floor with larger windows facing Ontario Street. 
The overall site is designed to accommodate 56 parking spots to be used by both tenants of the buildings as well as 
customers of the retail stores.

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PROPERTY TAXATION

In 2011, FOCA carries on as a leader in property tax reform, 
continuing our long-term interests that were initially delivered through 
WRAFT (Waterfront Ratepayers After Fair Taxation) and CAPTR 
(Coalition After Property Tax Reform).  WRAFT officially joined forces 
with FOCA this year and the WRAFT Board became the core of the 
FOCA Taxation Committee.

MPAC has reported that, during the first 
year of the four year cycle (i.e., 2008), on average,

owners filed RfRs. Any changes to property 
assessments resulting from a property review are 
applied to subsequent years within the assessment 
cycle, presuming the property characteristics stay 
the same. During 2nd, 3rd, and 4th years of the 
averaging cycle, the volume of annual RfRs declines.  
According to the current legislation, assessment 
notices with a new (January 1, 2012) assessed value 
will be mailed to homeowners in the Fall of 2012, 
and this valuation will be the basis for property taxes 
for the years 2013, 2014, 2015, and 2016.

HOW MAKE YOUR GARDEN A COLD-WEATHER REFUGE 
Winter imposes demanding energy requirements on resident birds. When resources 

are limited, a little love from your backyard can go a long way to help. Consider the following: 

Plant for the birds:  Attract a variety of wintering birds to your yard by planting native 
trees and shrubs for both seed- and fruit-eating birds. Shrubs that provide fruit into the 
winter months, such as hollies and roses, have hips rich in vitamin C and will attract species 
such as waxwings and cardinals. Trees that store their seeds in catkins or cones, like birches and spruce, will attract 
species including ruffed grouse and crossbills. For an all-round crowd pleaser, plant sumac. Its fuzzy, red fruit help an 
array of species.   

Build feeders:  Providing a supplemental food will help ensure birds have enough energy to stay warm. Calorie-
rich black sunflower seeds and preservative-free suet are great choices. Place feeders at different heights to attract 
different species. Platform feeding areas attract jays and grosbeaks, while titmice and finches enjoy hanging feeders. 
Ground feeders like mourning doves and juncos will take care of any seeds that fall from elevated feeders.   

Make a pile:  Create a brush pile in a corner of your yard using branches and garden clippings. This will provide 
shelter to keep foraging birds safe from predators and harsh weather. Once your holiday celebrations are through, retire

(7.5 kW) or more must have a valid licence? A pleasure craft licence allows search and rescue 
personnel and other agencies to quickly identify your boat in the event of an emergency. 

As of November 1, 2010, to get your free pleasure craft licence, you must mail the following documents to the 
Pleasure Craft Licensing Centre: 

1. a completed application form; 
2. proof of vessel ownership; and 
3. a signed copy of a valid piece of government-issued identification. (Further information is available on 

the form.) 
Application forms are available online at www.boatingsafety.gc.ca, or for pickup in person through your local 

Service Canada Centre. For Service Canada locations, visit www.servicecanada.gc.ca.

BIRD FEEDER BULLIES 
Question:   Do birdfeeders encourage non-native bird species? During winter, pigeons, 

starlings and crows scare off the other species at the bird feeders.  How can I discourage these 
larger birds? 

Answer. Certain introduced bird species, such as the house sparrow and the European 
starling, do cause problems for native species. That is why the Canadian Wildlife Federation 
(CWF) emphasizes creating habitat through the planting of native trees, shrubs and other 
plants, as opposed to simply providing bird feeders.

A number of commercial birdseed mixes contain high proportions of hulled oats, rice, 
peanut hearts, corn, millet and wheat. Avoid these mixes since these ingredients can attract 
pests such as pigeons, starlings and house sparrows.  If you have the space, try filling a number 
of different feeders with different types of food. If you put a mix of seeds in one feeder it often 
goes to waste, as birds will eat their favourites and spill the rest. Separating food types and 
feeders will help give smaller birds a chance to eat without being scared away by larger birds.

The large shells of the peanuts seem to 
discourage pigeons, which are used to eating grains and smaller weed seeds. 

Use caged feeders that let only small birds in, weight-sensitive feeders and tube 
feeders with small or no perches. These will all exclude crows in favour of smaller birds.
